GLEN° ALPS SURVEY--~ Thig survey was undertaken by the Society a~ part 
of the suriu11er field trips, and the results of this survey are enclosed. 
It is hoped that some of this .information may be, helpful to members 0f 
the society that teach classes and lead field trip•s of tbeir own in 
that area. Chuga'ch State Parks office has been given a copy of the 
survey, also in hopes that.l t might · be of, some interest to visitors 
to the area. Perhaps a good follow-up, would be a survey of the mound 
next to the area surveyed this summer. The area surveyed was very 
large and done by a small group of people, so was done on casual basis, 
Therefore, some plants were noticed only when in flower and before 
the mass of summer foliage and tall grass, that is typical of an alpine 
meadow, ebgulfed them.

OCTOBER PLANT QUIZ~-- This plant is found in most 
of Ala~ka on rocky places in the mountains or 
hillside"•s. It has a thick, fleshy rhizome that 
is fragrant when cut. The leaves are very numerous 
and are thick and succulent with slightly toothed 
or dentate margins. Flowers are usually 4 parted 
and; unisexual. Petals usually p,urplish, rarely 
pink or yellow.Leaves and youn~shbots may be eaten 
raw or cooked and the root may be eaten cooked. 
Answer is on ...Qlee-tlon ballot-.
